IV. Department updates:
a.
Community Services

    i. Leaf Rake Out- The Leaf Rake Out is scheduled to be held Friday November 15th, rain date Monday the 18th.  Teacher Eric Caddy at the Middle School usually heads up the project.  Any senior citizen, or residents with special circumstances are eligible.  Just call or email Debbie with the name, address and phone number and she will make sure that their lawn is added to the list.
   ii. Holiday Caring and Sharing- Debbie stated that applications for the program were sent out and Nine families have qualified for assistance already.  While initially hopeful that less people would be in need of this program, it looks like it will be heavily utilized again this year.  The distribution will occur on Wednesday December 18th from 9:15-noon.  Deadline for donations and gift drop off is Monday December 16th by 4:30.
  iii.  Soup Cook Off- Debbie explained that this very popular fundraiser will be held on Friday January 31st at the senior center.  Advanced ticket purchase is a MUST because seating is limited as participation continues to increase. Anyone wishing to volunteer can show up at 10:30 and will be put to work! The Green Team is collaborating on this project to make it a “Zero Waist Event”.
      b.  Senior Center

    i. Ann- Ann stated that she was focusing on supplementing the regularly scheduled classes and activities with special programs.  A new walking group has been created which she anticipates will pick up more members in the spring when the weather breaks.  She is bringing new activities to the center which would appeal to the newly retired residents.  Collaborations with the Metroparks for a nature walk and the Bike Co-op have been successful.  She is busy expanding the trip selection from one- tank trips to extended overnight stays.  A trip to St. Louis is being planned along with trips utilizing Elderhostels to provide education along with the travel experience.  Ann reported that Zoup from Crocker Park is providing soup for the Holiday Luncheon, and reiterated how fortunate we are that our community partners have been so generous with their collaboration and sponsoring events, entertainment and activities.


ii. Debbie reported that many generous donations have been made this year allowing for the Garmins to be purchased for all three vehicles, WiFi for the Senior Centers, a projector to show movies on the big screen and a pledge of donation in memory of Mary Weiland will allow the purchase of a lit wreath to be hung on the center, viewable from Lake Road, other holiday decorations and the purchase of a popcorn popper for movies snacks. Dave suggested checking the Front Gate Outlet Store in Streetsborough for very reasonable priced holiday items.  
V. Old Business



Dwyer Improvements- Debbie happily reported that the seniors are very pleased with the work that has been completed AND that plans have been made to improve lighting on the wood floor area as well.  It was noted that the light installed over the carpeted area were residential, not commercial grade as originally planned.  That was a last minute change that was made per a supervisor in the Service Department.  Unfortunately these lights are designed to be utilized 8 hours a day, so there is some question about how long they will actually last. 
VI. New Business-

Recycling Bins- Debbie explained that she was working with the Green Team and Buckeye Industries to acquire bins that would allow residents to drop off all plastics and packaging Styrofoam.
VII. Council Update
· Councilman Dwight Clark stated that the city has been working on many capital projects
· The Bradley/Nagel Road project has been completed.

· The Lake Road resurfacing is finished.

· Streets in Ward 1 have been completed and new streets are being identified for repair.

· The sewer project is complete, the Lake Road interceptor was cleaned out and several sandstone boulders have been removed.

· Sewer relining and repurposing is going out to bid to eliminate sanitary sewage from storm  sewers along with the pump station project- both of these to meet EPA mandates.

· The police chief position will be filled shortly, candidates at this point are Mark Spaetzel, Calvin Holliday, and John Kerchner.

· Council will be addressing the budget soon,

· Kiwanis is preparing a Christmas Celebration on December 8th and is encouraging the community to get involved.

· Leaf pick up has begun and will be in full swing soon.

· The city has received insurance reimbursements for the hail storm replacing roofs on city buildings, the salt storage facility has been repaired. The city received FEMA reimbursements for damage to buildings from SUERSTORM SANDY, and First Energy has provided reimbursement for electrical expenses.

· Nancy Girardot questioned the potential impact of Westlake’s water decision on Bay residents and Dwight replied that he felt it would take some time for Westlake to come up with a decision, but that council has recommended hiring a consultant to evaluate this situation in order to protect the city and hold Bay residents best interests in mind.

· Dwight requested any pricing information on a senior van be forwarded to him.
· Dwight closed by wishing everyone a wonderful holiday season.
