Chairman Ernst called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Mr. Ernst called for approval of the minutes of the meeting of the Architectural Board of Review
held July 9, 2014. Motion by Chernisky, second by Krol, to approve the minutes as prepared
and distributed.

Allstate Insurance Agency
27211 Wolf Road
Commercial Sign Approval

Mr. Dave Detar, representing Allstate Insurance Agency, stated that Allstate is updating the copy
on all of their signs. The letters are vinyl back and the changes will be made on the door signs,
overhead signs, window signs and the free standing sign in front of the building. There is no
change in size and location, other than there will be a sign placed next to the door in the back of
the building. The sign that is on the door now will be removed.

The Board reviewed the plans that were submitted with the application. It was MOVED by
Chernisky, second by Krol to approve the application for Allstate Insurance Agency, 27211 Wolf
Road, for commercial sign approval, as per the application and plans submitted.

Canopy Addition

Mr. Ernst recused himself from this matter.

Mr. Brian Kauffman of AoDK Architects, reviewed the plans noting that there is a change being
proposed from the plans that were approved by the Architectural Board of Review in 2013 for
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enlarging the sanctuary entrance. They would like to bring down the brick on both sides and fill
out the area with limestone panels for aesthetic reasons. They have been working with the
contractor and supplier to try to find a good match for what is there. They felt it would be a good
idea to downplay some of the brick and bring in sandstone that would match some of the existing
sandstone on the property.

Mr. Chernisky asked if part of the reasoning is because the brick does not match. Mr. Kauffman
stated that there were three or four colors in the variation of the brick, and there was one color
that was proving to be a challenge in finding a complete match. The lower portion will not be
touched. The idea is to try to strengthen the front pillars and make that more of the focal element
then having the brick carry all the way back.

Mr. Krol asked if there will be an attempt to clean any of the existing limestone. Mr. Kauffman
will let the contractor know about the suggestion of Mr. Krol, and ask consideration for power
washing of the stone.

Motion by Chernisky, second by Vincent, to approve the revisions to the plans of the Bay
Presbyterian Church entry canopy provided that the brick is as close of a match as possible and
the remainder of the revision plans are acceptable.

Motion carried 3-0.
Mr. Ernst returned to the conference room at this time.

Perfect Fit (formerly Dimepiece Fitness)
Bay Village Square Shopping Center
Sign Installation

Mandy Singh presented plans of Dimepiece Fitness to move into the former Kronheim Furniture
Store as they expand and rename Dimepiece Fitness to Perfect Fit Health Club. Review of plans
of the sign to be installed followed. The sign is 22.25 square feet, single faced with white
lettering. It will be flush mounted on the upper portion and the black capsule below will be
fastened with lag bolts. The sign will be located on the front of the building on the top of the
corner space and will be internally illuminated with 2 bulb 200 watt lamps. There will be 12
lamps in total.

The owner of the shopping center has requested that the sign be black and white.

Motion by Chernisky, second by Krol, to approve the sign application of Perfect Fit Health
Club, formerly known as Dimepiece Fitness, for their new location at the Bay Village Square
Shopping Center, in the space formerly occupied by Kronheim Furniture Store.
