A RESOLUTION 

RECOMMENDING THE PASSAGE OF ISSUE 106 ON THE NOVEMBER 8, 2016 

BALLOT, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 

 

 WHEREAS, our schools are a reflection of the City in which they function; and  

 

 WHEREAS, for decades the Bay Village School district has been considered one of the 

best in the country, ranking among the top five hundred of the nation’s 13,000 school districts; 

and 

 

 WHEREAS, the difficulties in connection with funding for our public schools today 

impact the City as a whole; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Mayor and the Council of the City of Bay Village recognize the 

importance of working together to continue the education and quality of life of our youth and 

thereby investing in the future quality of our City; 

 

 NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the City of Bay Village, 

Ohio: 

 

 SECTION 1. That the Mayor and the Council of the City of Bay Village, Ohio 

recommend passage of Issue No. 106 on election day, November 8, 2016. 

 

 SECTION 2. That the Clerk of Council of the City of Bay Village, Ohio is hereby 

authorized and directed to forward a certified copy of this resolution to Amy Huntley, President 

of the Board of Education. 

 

 SECTION 3.    That this Council finds and determines that all formal actions of this 

Council concerning and relating to the passage of this resolution were taken in an open meeting 

of this Council, and that all deliberations of this Council and of any committee that resulted in 

those formal actions were in meetings open to the public in compliance with law. 

 

 SECTION 4.    That this resolution is hereby declared to be an emergency measure 

immediately necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare, and 

for the further reasons stated in the preamble hereof, wherefore this resolution shall be in full 

force and take effect immediately upon its passage and approval by the Mayor.
