Section 2.14 - Effective Date
C.0.111.10 - Council Rules for Legislation

Roll call on suspension of Charter Rules:

Every ordinance or resolution shall be read on three different days unless two-thirds (2/3)
of the total number of Council members provided for in this Charter dispense with the rules.

Roll call on suspension of Council Rules:

No ordinance or resolution shall be passed unless a written copy thereof is before the
Council ...at least 24 hours before any meeting of Council at which action...is contemplated.

Roll call on inclusion of the emergency.

All ordinances and resolutions shall become effective forty (40) days after their passage
by Council unless a later effective date is set forth or an earlier date is established. Resolutions
to initiate any public improvement shall become effective immediately upon their passage and
approval by the Mayor.

It is required that two-thirds (2/3) of the total number of Council members provided for
by this Charter vote affirmatively to enact with the emergency. This clause allows legislation to
become effective immediately upon passage and approval by the Mayor.

NOTE: Regular and Special Meetings of Council are scheduled for 7:30 p.m. However,

Council generally meets informally at 7:00 p.m. prior to a Regular or Special meeting, and
said portion, usually held in the conference room, is open to the public.

President of Council Clark called the meeting to oxder at 7:37 p.m. with roll call and the Pledge
of Allegiance led by David L. Tadych, Vice President of Council and Councilman of Ward 1.

Motion by Tadych to dispense with the reading and approve the Minutes of the Special Meeting
of Council held February 22, 2021, as prepared and distributed.

Mr. Clark extended a warm welcome to the new Ward 3 Council Representative, Michael T.
Greco, to his first legisiative meeting.

Mayor Koomar had no announcements this evening.

REPORTS
Law Director Barbour had no report this evening.

Finance Director Mahoney presented an update on the new Finance Department system, noting
that there will be one more go-around on the old system for the utility billing. The gentleman of
the technology company who was assigned to work with them wasn’t quite experienced enough
to upload the 6200 households. Also, the state of Texas, where the company is located, has had

power outages, which further complicated the process. It is anticipated that the new system will
be ready for the next quarterly sewer billing,

Mr. Clark stated that it was a significant investment by the City to purchase this new system. He
asked Mrs. Mahoney if she has been impressed by the software and capabilities of the system,
and if it is everything she thought it would be.

Mrs. Mahoney stated that the former system was not an accounting based system. The new
system is truc debits and credits which is a learning curve for most of the personnel in the
Finance Department.

Mr. Clark asked if additional modules can be added to the system later.

Mrs. Mahoney stated that the prior system did not have updates. This new system has upgrades
multiple times per year.

Director of Reereation Enovitch stated that this is the last week for basketball, Grade 3 through

high school. The basketball program will roll right into the Kindergarten through Grade 2 league
starting next week.

Summer applications are still being accepted for the Family Aquatic Center.

Director of Public Service and Properties Liskovec stated that the water main issues on Lake
Road, in the vicinity of Bradley Road, have been resolved. The Service Department started the
restoration process today, which will be completed in about one week.

The bid opening for the 2021 Paving Program was held on Thursday, February 25. Eight
contractors submitted bids and the review and recommendation will be ready for the next
scheduled Council meeting.

Mr. Clark asked if eight bidders is a record number of bidders for this project.

Mr. Liskovec stated that therc was a good turnout last year as well. Contractors are looking to
build out their schedules for the year.

Mr. Winzig thanked Mr. Liskovee for his email updates on the water main breaks. He noted that
it helps Council when the residents contact them directly and they are also able to transfer the
information to a social media platform. A nice response has been received by Mr, Winzig from
the residents, thanking him for sending the information and asking that their appreciation be
passed along to the Service Department. Mr. Winzig noted that it must be difficult to send the
information while in the middle of fixing things, but it 1s most helpful for the residents.

Mr. Liskovee thanked Mr. Winzig for his comments and assured him that the department will
make every effort to keep Council as informed as possible.

Human Resource Director Demaline stated that she wanted to take the opportunity to welcome
Councilman Greco to the team. She is looking forward to working with Mr, Greco with his
[Tuman Resource knowledge and expertise.
