MINUTES
Mr. Ludwig made a motion to accept the minutes from November 8, 2022, with a couple of date corrections. The motion to approve was accepted by all present.   Mr. Patzwahl made a motion to approve the minutes from December 13, 2022, as written.  The motion to approve the December 13, 2022 minutes were accepted by all present. 
cOUNCIL REPORT. 
Mr. Kelly was absent from the meeting, Service Director Liskovec reported that he did not have any updates from Council since last month.
ARBORIST REPORT 
Mr. Polinski reported that he had no updates since the last meeting on the Ordinance.  
Today, under Old Business, we will be discussing Arbor Day.  
We are looking forward to start finalizing our spring planting projects. We just did some data collection for a grant for a research project and sent it out.  We received 3 grants.
Mr. Polinski said there were no complaints received on the fall planting.  Mr. Ludwig commented that the trees planted at Bradley were impressive.  Mr. Polinski said more trees will be planted in the spring.  Mr. Polinski said there are 140 trees for the spring planting, which includes about 40 for Bradley Park.  This is the largest planting of 2-inch caliper trees. 
TREE  PRUNING CLASS-A. SIEWERT
Mr. Siewert is looking to have a Tree Pruning class here in Bay Village.  The class will held at the Police Station and then we will prune some street trees on Carlton and Bexley. 
ORDINANCE – FORM
The form that was passed in council for residents to voluntarily fill in for trees will also be discussed at the next meeting.  Councilman Winzig and Councilman Greco will be attending the meeting.  Questions brought up regarding the form include where does the form go and what is done with the data sent in. The form is being reviewed and may need some minor changes.  This discussion will be tabled until the next meeting. 
ARBOR DAY
Ms. Jesionowski asked how we will get the information out to the public.  Mr. Polinski suggested to wait until spring to announce Arbor Day.  Then   it can be sent out in an e-mail blast, can be included in the newsletter, posted on the City’s Facebook site, and Service has Instagram.
Some things that were discussed is having a Scavenger Hunt, having a demonstration of planting a tree (s).  It was also suggested that Arbor Day be celebrated on a Saturday, April 29th since most people are off then.  We have to plant most trees by Arbor Day and save a couple to use as a planting demonstration.  
The members of Tree Commission liked the idea of having Arbor Day on Saturday with the various activities.  Mr. Liskovec said we will need to get a permit to use the park  and try to find out if there are going to be any activities going on in the park.
A lengthy discussion followed on different activities that could be done and if statistics would be good to have.
Mr. Polinski said he would be also doing the project that the City  has each year with the schools.
Mr. Polinski reported this is our 25th year for Tree City USA  and he would like to have this in conjunction with the Arbor Day celebration.
YEAR END REPORT
Mr. Dios said he is still working on the Year-End Report and wanted to know if anything else should be added.  If anyone thinks of anything, please let him know.

Planning Commission received the plans and had their first meeting  on Wednesday.      Mr. Liskovec received them on Thursday.  There will be more meetings on this.  In addition to trees, there are also some concerns regarding stormwater.  The next meeting will be in February.  If any plans are updated, Mr. Liskovec will forward them on to the                     Tree Commission. We will be giving the new ordinance a test drive (stormwater).  There were a few items listed (on the first page) of some items they want to do:  a new playground and synthetic surface, outdoor pavilion, walkways and paths, relocating trash areas. 
Any preliminary comments can be submitted at the Planning Commission meeting in February.  Mr. Mahoney said if we can get any suggestions, changes, etc. distributed to everyone to review and get it to Mr. Dios so that he can submit it to Planning Commission as soon as possible.
ODNR GRANT
We were awarded the grant, and then Ann wanted to determine how we decided where we were planting and selection of plantings.  Mr. Liskovec said he thinks we were #2 on our submission.  
CHAIRPERSON FOR 2023
Mr. Dios was nominated for the Chairperson position for 2023.  All present voted to have him remain as Chairperson for 2023.
A motion to adjourn was made and approved by all present.  The Tree Commission meeting ended at 8:30 p.m.
